English as an Additional Language Policy

Lympstone Pre School wishes to include and be accessible to all sectors of our community.   

We are committed to learning about an individual child’s culture, religion, language and family background in order to most appropriately meet their needs within the setting and will take individual steps towards this as appropriate and in-keeping with our admissions policy.

In addition, we are committed to facilitating the learning of other children in the setting about a variety of cultures and will encourage families from other cultures to share their culture with us.

Where English is an additional language, we will seek to reduce the language barrier by getting key documents regarding the running of the Pre School and the child’s progress translated either verbally or in writing or both, depending upon the family’s preference.  

We will seek to use interpreters to communicate regularly about the running of the Pre School and the child’s learning and development within the setting; using either professional or informal interpreters, translated documents or language line, depending upon what is the most appropriate method for the situation and the family’s preference.  Eg opening times may be conveyed by another member of the family or local community who speaks the same language, but concerns about a child’s development or well being would be conveyed via a professional interpreter.
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
