Devon County Council will pay for the part-time education of all children 3/4 years. (Term after turning 3) additional
Extended funding (30 hrs) can be claimed by working parents meeting certain criteria.
From April 2024 DCC will be introducing funding of 15hrs for 2 year olds (term after turning 2) meeting certain criteria.

If your child attends more than one setting, the pre-school will need to know the name of the other settings and  how
many hours you are planning to use at each setting. Each term the claimed hours will be declared within Devon County’s
termly headcount form. Please be aware that any overclaims due to incorrect information provided will result in an
additional bill being invoiced to the parent/carer. 
Please note that eligibility for the 30 hours funding or 2 year 15 hour funding, needs to be reapplied for every 3 months
and this is the responsibility of the parent – failure to update this may result in funding being withdrawn and parents being
liable for a bill from the preschool for attended hours not covered by regular funding.

LUNCHTIME AT PRESCHOOL
Lunchtime is an important social time at the preschool, where children and adults
join together around tables. It gives a lovely time for conversation, we encourage
the children to take their time and enjoy the opportunity to have a slower pace
during their very busy day. 
In the lead up to lunch we have a circle time with the children, from there we
encourage the children to go to the toilet, before washing their hands and then
choosing their place at the lunch tables. Once they are sat, an adult will help them
to put their lunch onto a plate, starting with their sandwich or equivalent and then
moving onto the other foods.

will be offered a healthy
snack. we offer a variety of
choices each day ensuring

children experience all
different tastes and textures.
We ask parents in our weekly

newsletter to contribute
towards this snack with a
notice of request for food

products. 

If your child is staying for
lunch they will need to bring
their own packed lunch and

water bottle. Please name all
containers and bottles. We

ask that healthy choices are
in boxes with no chocolate

bars/sweets.
We have a no nut policy that
we request you adhered to,

as we have children with
potentially life threatening

allergies.

We know that all children will learn and develop at their own pace, and our
setting creates a stress free, unhurried learning environment with key
workers who fully understand what motivates and interest their key child.

As an Ofsted registered Preschool, we ensure that we follow the 7 key areas
of learning from the Early Years Foundation Stage.

1.Communication & Language 
2.Physical Development 
3.Personal, Social & Emotional Development 
4.Literacy 
5.Mathematics 
6.Understanding the World 
7.Expressive Arts & Design

Our environment is set out as a calm, neutral space that allows children to
engage in a range of learning opportunities through play following the
curiosity approach.  
We monitor children development using OPAL (observations of play and
learning) an early years assessment tool devised by Barnet Early Years
Alliance. 
This gives us typical milestones to assess your child‘s progress. As part of
this we will invite you in for a 6 monthly Parents meeting known as a
spotlight. In the interim you will receive snapshots of your child‘s time with is
using the online platform Learning Journals. You will receive snapshots of
your child‘s time with is using the online platform Learning Journals.
The Curiosity Approach  is a modern day approach to early childhood. It was
developed by Lyndsey Hellyn and Stephanie Bennett, taking elements from
Reggio, Steiner, Te Whariki and Montesorri. What it look like in our setting is
neutral, calm, homely spaces filled with interesting and authentic resources
and plenty of loose parts, to ignite their creativity. This continues into our
outdoor spaces, where the children have free flow access to most of the
time. Most importantly we want to allow children to enjoy their childhood
whilst forming meaningful connections.

Please send your child in simple
